	As for my final major project, I aim to revolve my work around a multitude of emotional factors in order to intrigue the viewer – hence, this includes using my written work, that I have developed upon throughout my time on this course, to analyse and interpret visual language in various sources of media. If I were to summarise my intent in one statement, it would be wanting to take prominent, real-world issues and investigating into how they are applied into a creative format for a particular demographic; my own unique ambitions and interests have led me to this conclusion. As opposed to simply using my writing to essentially state information, I would prefer to use this to my advantage to compel the examiner exploring my FMP portfolio into looking forward to reading more, in contrast to merely having to read purely out of obligation. I will ensure to highlight the fact that my chosen medium to cover is able to tell stories differently when compared to more conventional works. Comprehensively, I will also be taking influence from an array of other creators that have this subject matter within their focal point to construct my own personal platform with this in mind.

	Overall, I intend to produce a portfolio inspired by anime-focused platforms that generate reviews as well as articles about the topic at hand, using my experience in graphic design as a merit to construct my website in a visually similar manner to these pages; one distinct difference is that I will be focusing solely on the movies that are created under this sub-genre of animation as opposed to the typical shows that are broadcast on a regular basis. Considering that these sorts of films have now been introduced to cinemas throughout the UK, I additionally have the opportunity to view these movies first-hand and gather my own personal thoughts whilst watching – along with those who are also in the same environment. The main aspect of this site will be my own investigative approach into these works and as to how animation as a style enhances the story and narrative – especially taking into account that this format provides storytellers with the creative freedom to tackle relevant issues that apply to reality. Themes including but not limited to grief, abuse, depression, healing and self-discovery are some examples that come to mind. I will be including both imagery and video from the aforementioned sources of media to support and highlight my ideas; the variety of concepts that are addressed in this specific class of movies enable me with a considerable amount to bring to the table.

	Throughout this project, I will be dissecting my own thought process and consistently re-watching the movies that I expect to cover on my portfolio; by doing this, it will allow me to thoroughly explore the themes introduced in these works in a great amount of depth and to catch sight of any small details that I may have potentially missed. During this process, I plan to note down what comes to mind in order to thus express these notions in my work – as well as this, it will provide me with the chance to reflect upon my opinion and to additionally think of other feasible perspectives and angles. Metaphorical meaning along with symbolism both play key factors in this project concept. This will provide me with more influential material to circulate my written reviews around – and by proxy, more possibilities of links between the individual movies.

	After the project introduction, I am determined to have my proposal filled in and completed within the next week – in addition to this, I’m striving to produce and finish my pitch ready to exhibit to my tutors. This includes drafting and finalising the script along with the PowerPoint, to which I am going to engage my audience to immerse them in the information I am providing. Finishing the proposal in approximately one to two days leaves just under a week for me to put my presentation together and also run through a couple of rehearsals during my allocated independent study; which will subsequently lead to me delivering proficient results when it comes to presenting in front of the class. Through my own personal experience, I have realised that I work best when I am given time to plan accordingly and brace myself – therefore, it’s rather essential that I give myself this time to organise and reflect. I will be allowing myself to build upon my initial draft of a script to follow and to also develop the ideal scenario that I envision. After my pitch, I will then begin to assemble my website in a manner that is similar to other platforms that focus on this topic; some that come to mind being Crunchyroll and Tokyo Otaku Mode, as I appreciate how visually appealing these sites are, as well as the work that they create. Once I have laid out my website how I personally picture it, including making my own graphics for e.g., the logo, I will then be able to move on to putting together content for the platform modelled after the above websites. As we have a limited amount of time, I am currently planning to create a total of four in-depth explorative reviews on selected movies, whilst also linking them to others that have the same relevant themes included. During this, I will continually outline my thought process in the planning and pre-production section of my portfolio – I will also discuss a number of content creators who have driven me towards pursuing this direction with my final major project. Furthermore, I will also use this time to document the procedure of creating any graphics that I may include. This will all prove to be beneficial to supporting the thought process that I have behind analysing the following works.

Additionally, I will be taking my visits to view these films first-hand as a source of primary research, which will be thoroughly recorded on my FMP portfolio. As well as this, there are also various interviews with the directors alongside other members that took part in making these movies that I can then use to my advantage; I believe providing their personal mindset behind the craft of the film will serve to be favourable through this production. I will ensure to only use official works when attaching images or video – regardless of whether they are used in my reviews or are incorporated into my planning.
